How much will it cost to get started?
(approximately $200 to begin the technique – see Sharon for details and to purchase supplies)
Basic Materials List, Where to Purchase and Approximate Cost for Pen & Ink with Oils :

· Desired Surface to Work On (canvas, wood, glass, metal, etc.)  I recommend the Fredrix Brand, medium grade with the red label canvas panels if using canvas.  Although I use the canvas panels in all my classes, you can use the stretched, roll, or purchase the tablet form of canvas sheets), as long as it is Fredrix.  

· Black Graphite Paper (local craft shop – approximate $3.99)

· Red Fine Tip Pen for transferring simplified design ($1.00) You can use a stylus if you have one but I prefer to use a colored pen so I can see where I’ve already gone over the line and where I’ve missed.
· Clic Eraser (retractable eraser) (local craft shop or Walmart - $1.99)

· Gum Eraser (local craft shop or Walmart - $1.00)
· Masking Tape  (Walmart)

· Rapidograph Pen Refillable (3x0 - yellow coded)  (Sharon - $22.95)

· Rapidograph Pen Refillable (1 - brown coded)  (Sharon - $22.95)

· India Ink, Black, Rapidograph, Universal 3080-F  (Sharon - $6.00 lasts forever)

· Palette Knife (local craft shop - $1.00)

· Liberty Matte Sealer  (Sharon - $5.00)

· Ammonia “plain or lemon” (Walmart or Dollar Store - $1.00)  I do not use the Windex with Ammonia, just buy the ammonia and you will get better results
· Paper Towels (Walmart or Dollar Store)

· Cotton Swabs (q-tips) (Walmart or Dollar Store)

· Styrofoam Plate for Palette (Walmart or Dollar Store)

· Make-up Brush or any soft brush (for eraser crumbs) (Walmart or Craft Store)

SUGGESTED OILS:

· MFW Permalba Oils (6 colors + 1 gel)  (Sharon - $59.99)
If you already have oils at home which are a different brand and want to use them, go ahead, just remember that the colors may be slightly different than what you see in the picture from the pattern or the artwork that you completed in class.   And you must use the gel recommended, not another brand or you will not get the best results, it will not blend well and could dry faster or get gummy.
SUGGESTED BRUSHES:

· Set of 4 Scumblers 2,4,6,8  (Sharon - $15.75)  These are brushes you apply your oils with.
· Set of 4 Blenders 8,14,20,32  (Sharon - $65.00)  These are brushes you blend with (they do not get put into the oil or gel)
